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Call to Conversion and Holiness
The call to conversion and holiness is at the core of the Church of Philadelphia. Our worthy celebration of the Holy Eucharist opens us to the Christian meaning of life. Our participation in Mass allows us to experience our life (with everyone and everything in our life) in a truly new way –in the way of Jesus Christ.

Flowing from our celebration of the Mass, the gift of Jesus in the Eucharist calls us to deepen our love and devotion for the Blessed Sacrament through Eucharistic Adoration. Eucharistic Adoration is the act of worshiping God as He is present in the consecrated sacrament. Spending time before the Eucharist in prayer and devotion is the same as spending time before the living God.

The Eucharist is a priceless treasure.  Through our celebration of the Eucharist and by praying before the Sacred Species outside of Mass, we connect with God, the source of life and blessing.
