The theological virtue of hope is a gift from God himself, given to every human being 
so that we can persevere in following the commandments, and achieve eternal sal-
vation.  Yet many—perhaps most—of the evils plaguing the modern world can be 
traced back to people, groups, and even whole societies who have lost hope and 
given in to presumption or despair.
